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Abstract:
Woman Portrait with Isis Features from the Roman Period

This study mainly depends on the publication of this unique artwork of the
portrait of the goddess Isis or may be a Roman empress in the shape of Isis,
since the representation of the Isis figure is a favorite subject to the
Ptolemaic queens, headed by Queen Cleopatra VII, and this influence
extended to include the wives of some emperors. This repesntation, which
differed greatly and significantly from its depiction in ancient Egyptian art. It
comes in the realistic foreground in depicting facial features, as well as in
terms of hair styling, and clothing with a sacred knot (Isis-knot), which
differs from all other women's costumes. In the portrait, we note that the
artist mixed the features of Roman sculpture, whether in realism, to depict
facial faults such as bulging under the eyes, full cheeks, and some features of
sculpture from photographing the pupils of the eyes and the method of
sculpting with chisel, and with some Egyptian elements of ancient Egyptian
art such as the Pharaonic crown. It is known that the goddess Isis was
associated with many Greek and Roman deities, such as the goddess Venus
and the goddess Demeter, but in this way the connection appears to be
related to the goddess of motherhood, the goddess Demeter, whose rituals are
similar to others. One of the aims of this research is also to date this unique
portraiture of the goddess or her, and to clarify the historical period of it
through artistic comparisons of other works of the same shape and periods.
