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Abstract
About the problem of the sequence of the kings of Lihyan

The kingdom of Lihyan in the northwest of the Arabian Peninsula, specifically in
€Ula, as an extension of the Dadan kingdom in the same region on the most likely
views, and the researchers draw a history of its origins as a political entity around
the fifth century BC or the fourth century BC and the end of about the second
century AD . Historians have long differed between the terms Dadan and Lihyan,
and they were considered a separate political entity, leading to a problem in some of
the supposed royal lists of the Lihyanite kings.

The rule in the kingdom of Lihyan was hereditary in most of its periods, and the
Lihyanites dated with years for the reign of their kings without details, which led to
the emergence of a problem concerning the order of their sitting on the throne, and
the time spent most of them in authority. Some of them also carried titles that
preceded their names. Some researchers sometimes thought that they were a name of
a king and not a title. This contributed to the process of confusion which appeared in
some lists that researchers tried to update according to archaeological finds,
especially the inscriptions that resulted from latest archacological missions. The
thesis is concerned in Highlighting the latest of these supposed lists, and comparing
them in an attempt to show the most likely views received and to match them with
archaeological dicoveries.
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
