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Abstract

The relationships between personality factors (Neuroticism,
Extraversion, Psychoticism, Social Desirability and) and
demographic variables (e.g. age, income, social status and
birth order), happiness, religiosity, and academic
achievement were investigated in 500 male and 786 female
Saudi university students. The personality factors were
measured by the Eysenck Personality Questionnaire-
Revised (EPQ-R). Some results confirm findings that had
been previously reported: the associations between
happiness, Neuroticism and Extraversion. Neuroticism had
many significant correlation coefficients relative to
Extraversion and Psychoticism. In addition, differences
between blood types in  personality factors were
investigated, but results revealed no significant differences.
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
