The aim of the current research is to predict the presence of 

achievement behavior skills represented in (academic achievement behavior 

skills, social achievement behavior, artistic behavior, and kinesthetic 

achievement behavior) through the availability of pre-academic skills 

represented in (pre-reading skills, pre-writing skills, and post-writing skills. 

Before arithmetic - and awareness skills or phonological awareness) for 

kindergarten children from the teachers' point of view, using the descriptive 

approach The researchers used the scale of the teacher’s appreciation of the 

pre-academic skills of the kindergarten child and the scale of the teacher’s 

assessment of the achievement skills of the kindergarten child, and their 

number was (70) boys and girls In public schools affiliated to the Kafr Shokr 

Educational Administration, Qalubia Governorate.The results of the research 

concluded that there is a positive, statistically significant correlation between 

the scores of the sample members on the achievement behavior scale (skills 

and the total degree) and their scores on the pre-academic skills scale (main 

and sub) as well as the effectiveness of some variables that make a 

statistically significant contribution to predicting social achievement 

behavior skills and technical achievement. Academic achievement, as well as 

the total degree of achievement behavior, and these variables are represented 

in (total degree of pre-writing skills - phonological awareness - remembering 

- simple geometric shapes - total degree of pre-arithmetic skills - and 

arrangement  - and visual kinesthetic coordination(. 
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
