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Abstract:

This paper examine an unpublished Funerary stela of a roman Man from El-Ashmunein
Storage Magazine Museum (Inv.No. 571) It is carved in limestone of roughly rectangular shape
with an arched top, 144cm high and 52 cm wide. The stele depicts a standing man figure in
frontal pose, dressed in a Greek style tunic (himation), and a The aim of this paper is to propose
a date and place of production for this object, depending on the analytical study and the parallel
examples The funerary relief in question must have belonged to a man of importance and high
social standing in Roman Egypt, The parallel examples discussed in this study assume that our
stele belongs among the funerary reliefs from Oxyrhynchos and can be dated to the early third
century AD.
