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Abstract

The ancient Egyptian civilization excelled in the use of symbolism. Announcement is expressed
whether in real or symbolic way.From the means of announcement in a real way are the use of
the herald, announcement in Arreet, announcement on scarabs , and sending messengers and
ambassadors to neighboring countries to announce them the royal orders and decrees. On the
other hand, the ancient Egyptian practiced some rites that were interpreted as a symbol of
announcement, as the rite of releasing the four birds and the rite of shooting the four arrows to
the original four directions. In addition to these rites there is an important rite, which did not get
enough study, which is the rite of throwing the four balls towards the four original directions,
this rite that has been known - at least- since Old Kingdom, and continued to Greco-Roman
period. Previous studies of the rite indicate that it symbolizes protection and elimination of evil.
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However, by studying the sources of the rite we conclude that it refers to two symbols, protection
and the elimination of evil, and announcement, that we study in detail in this research.
