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Abstract

The ancient Egyptian temples consider important
historical sources because of their registrations that
depict the formal and religious aspects of the ancient
Egyptians life. However, there are previous studies tried
to give some reasons of building such these huge
temples, as they were the houses of the god
appearance, where receiving the offerings of the
prayers in addition to celebrating his own festivals
among them. The paper tries to analyze all available
data and the noteworthy evidences to suggest the
actual reason to construct one of the famous temples
until now, it is known as “Luxor Temple”.

The paper suggests that this temple used to define
the actual sacred site of Amun creation, king of the
gods, who appears in the form of Min in the temple
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depictions as god of the creation, birth and fertility.
Therefore, Amun had visited that sacred site, where
Luxor Temple, to rejuvenate his divine birth together
with his ancestors of the gods according to Thebes
Myth. Moreover, this divine visit of Amun aimed to
rejuvenate the sacred Ka-forts that represented the
immortal part of the deity or the king who celebrated
this religious ceremony through the so-called Hb-n-ipt
“Opet-Festival”. Accordingly, King Amenhotep III
pronounced his divine birth in the same site of the
birth of his father Amun, to give his birth the holiness
that he need it to forth his authority.

The study tries to prove that Luxor Temple
embodied the Creation Myth in architectural style. We
note that the floor level of the temple is flat at the
open-courtyard of king Ramses II, while it raises
gradually from the open-courtyard of king Amenhotep
IIT in the direction to the south. There are many
staircases connect between the architectural parts of
the temple as a result to deference of the floor levels.
The flat floor of the temple looks like the nature of the
land of Lower Egypt at the north, while the raised floor
is similar to the land of Upper Egypt at the south. The
evidence comes from the existence of the Great
colonnade with a narrow way that connects between
the flat and raised floors of the temple as the River Nile
that joins between the two lands of Lower and Upper
Egypt. The other evidence is the existence of the holy
sanctuary of the temple resting on the top of a raised
mound built on many layers of stones. This mound
represents the primeval mound that was known in the
Creation Myth.
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
