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ABSTRACT

The Performance Appraisal process is a method by which the
efficiency and effectiveness of the governmentunit can be judged

and the efficiency of the management responsible for its work.
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Performance evaluation can identify weaknesses and strengths and
therefore make appropriate decisions to develop the unitor correct
its way in case of unsatisfactory performance results, Although
there are measures to assess the governmentperformance and
control it and measurement its efficiency and effectiveness, but
these standards lack to achieve the purposes for which it is
designed, so this research deals with the development of
performance evaluation systems in the local administration units. In
order to achieve this objective the researcher review the traditional
systems for assessing government performance and local
administration units, And addressed the difficulties of assessing
government performance and the requirements to address them. It
also addressed criticisms of traditional standards and the reasons
for the need for non-financial performance measures, side by side
with financial performance measures, and the shortcomings of the
evaluation of traditional government performance (current) and

criticisms for him.

The researcher reviewed the views of the writers and researchers
on the subject of methods of performance evaluation and
classification of these methods by presentation and analysis. then it
was reviewedjustifications of the classification, which is one of the
most important international variables, and clarified the impact of

these variables on the measures of evaluating the current
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government performance (The ftraditional), also showed the
recentdirections to development assessingcurrent government
performance.The researcher presented a proposed model for
evaluation of performance in the local administration units. Then the
researcher followed the case study method to apply the proposed
model to the Information Center for Facilities Networks in Cairo
Governorate as one of the local administration units. The results of
the applied study with the theoretical study match the existence of

deficiencies in the current performance appraisal system.

In order to collect the evidence that may support or oppose the
view that was formed, the study conducted a field study to identify
the views of the study sample on the effectiveness of the current
performance appraisal system, The results of the statistical analysis
showed that most of the sample of the study is based on the
shortcomings of the current performance evaluation systems,so it
was accepted the validity of the first hypothesis, alsoshowed that
most of the sample of the study is based on the appropriatingof
theproposed model toincrease effectiveness of
performanceevaluation, soit was accepted the validity of the

secondhypothesis.
