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Abstract

This research deals with an important period in the history of southern
Italy and Normandy in medieval history, which is the period that preceded
the infiltration of the Normans into southern Italy and their control over it,
As it was necessary in addition to dealing with the region that they
controlled, he also dealt with the region from which they came, which is
the Normandy region in France, in order to find out the reasons and
motives that were behind their infiltration into Italy, and there has been a
lot of work on the political history of Normandy in recent years, and this
is changing understanding of the duchy’s origins and development.Some
of this work has examined the actions, relationships and settlement of the
Vikings in the years prior to the '"treaty of Saint-Clair-sur-Epte" and the
inception of Normandy.The conditions that allowed the Vikings under Rollo
to embed themselves in local society have been explored, and it has
become clear that the Northmen were well established in the region long
before their settlement was officially recognized by Charles the
Simple, This research has been divided into four topics. The first topic talks
about the history of the Duchy of Normandy and its establishment and
the circumstances that led to its establishment. As for the second topic it
is about the Normans, their origins and their customs, then the total
transformation that occurred to them after the move to France, while the
third topic is about the political situation in Normandy, just before the
Normans infiltrated southern lItaly, and the fourth topic is about the political

situation in southern Italy, before the Normans infiltrated it.
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
