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Abstract:

The reigns of King Nefer-ir-Kare and his son Ni-Wisr-Ra witnessed
development in both political, social and economic aspects, in addition to
the administrative reforms undertaken by both of them in the state's
administrative apparatus. This development also included the architecture
of their funerary groups where each was constructed. For example each
of them built to himself a temple to the sun in Abusir. This research aims
to highlight the shape and styles of mastabas architecture for individuals
in the Fifth and Sixth Dynasties of the Giza Plateau, to find out whether
the architecture of their mastabas has undergone any development as
well, or not? And to know whether their ancestors had the same cowardly
scoop or not? And if there was a real development that took place, to
what extent were these creative employees? Was this development
confined only to the Giza necropolis, or was it also the contemporary
mastabas in the Saggara and Abusir cemeteries?

In this research, the researcher will study and analyze the architecture of
their mastabas in light of the available references and sources, then
arrange the mastabas and collect them in tables, each table pertains to a
specific period of time. The special tables are an inventory of the tombs
of each type through lists and columns that specify the name of the
cemetery, the location of the cemetery, the layout of the cabin room, the
number of the basement rooms and the fake doors and architectural
elements, and finally the source from which the researcher collected this
information .
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
