This paper is a preliminary report on the unpublished Theban tomb no.58. In 27/ 7/
2020 the author of this article was granted the consent of the permanent committee
of Ancient Egyptian Antiquities for studying and publishing TT 58. The tomb is
located in the necropolis of Sheikh Abd el Qurna. It belongs to an unknown high
official of the 18" dynasty and was usurped later on in the Ramesside period by
two persons:

« Amenhotep probably from the 19" dynasty.

« Amenemonet from the 20" dynasty.
The tomb consists of: courtyard, transverse hall, longitudinal hall, a niche and a
side chamber that comprises the shaft that leads to the burial chamber.
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
