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'The Military Campaigns to secure The Egyptian East North

Borders From The beginning of The Dynastic Era To The End of
The Middle Kingdom'

The Asian nomads were a source of constant concern for
Egyptian internal security, moreover, the Sinai peninsula wasn’t
only the transit route to Asia , but it also had a great importance
for The Egyptian economy, because it was rich in Turquoise and
copper ; so it was a constant covert for these nomads. The
Egyptian kings had to secure their mining missions , and The
borders of their northeastern countries against their attacks ,
and preventing them from entering the Egyptian territory. For all
these reasons , The Egyptian kings stripped many military
campaigns to discipline the nomadic tribes around these
borders and securing transport and trade routes with foreign
countries since the beginning of their historical ages . The
archaeological and textual evidences- whether scenes or
inscriptions— refer to the military efforts of the Egyptian kings to
secure the northeastern borders from the beginning of the
dynasties to the end of the middle kingdom , through these
military campaigns, firstly they could face the eastern danger,

secondly they could stand in the face of the Asian migrations
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that came to Egypt with a large number from time to time

,especially- during the period of Egyptian central government
weakness — in The Sinai peninsula and the region of East Delta
.Their efforts weren’t only to dispatch these military campaigns
to expel these Asians , but also to secure these borders and
mining missions in Sinai , above all they built forts , fences and
fortifications to serve as a refuge and sanctuary for missions
and defensive lines to protect the borders , and like a monitor
on these Bedouins and their attacks. The kings of middle
Kingdom didn’t only control the gates of crossing into and out
of Egyptian territory ,but they managed to spread the Egyptian
influence in Asia, even Syria and Lebanon , they had the
supervision of the main cities there . All these things made
Egypt hold strongly on the main trade routes across its
borders, and that caused the spread of calm and tranquility on
these borders, therefore The Asians respected the Egyptians
power and the Egyptian cultural power influence penetrated into

the heart of west Asian countries .
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
