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Abstract

Alignments between kings and priests are deals to serve the
interests of each of them, provided that they are political in essence
and religious in appearance, and a balance is achieved between them
in common interests, bearing in mind that the kings are those who
manage those common interests between them and the priests as the

dominant powers of the state.

Hence, the harmonization between them varied over priestly
jobs, financial harmonization with the priests, which varied between the
abolition of some taxes, the granting of priests the right to dispose of
some of their revenues, the harmonization of brotherhood marriage
between kings and Ptolemaic queens, the harmonization of the right
to resort to temples, and harmonization of the incorporation of deities

Egyptian with Greek gods.
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
