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Abstract of the study 

The study aimed to identify the most important 

contemporary jurisprudence issues among (30) students of the 

secondary school of Al-Azhar, as well as to identify faulty 

jurisprudence concepts related to marriage, as well as verify the 

effectiveness of the enrichment program based on contemplative 

teaching in correcting those concepts. The study used the 

experimental approach to achieve the goals of the study, and to 

verify this the following tools were built: a list of the most 

important contemporary religious issues, a test of misconceptions 

related to marriage, and an enrichment program based on 

contemplative teaching was built. The results of the current study 

revealed that there are statistically significant differences between 

the average grade levels of second-year students of Al-Azhari 

secondary school in the misconceptions of contemporary religious 

issues such as marriage in the pre and post applications of the 

experimental group in favor of post-application. The study 

recommended the following: 

- Attention to contemplative thinking and providing the 

appropriate conditions to employ them in teaching fiqh. 

- Training the teachers of Islamic education before and after the 

service to use teaching strategies that support the development of 

contemplative thinking among the students in a manner that 

improves their ability to work the mind in correcting the wrong 

juristic ideas and concepts. 

- Encourage Islamic education curriculum planners to include fiqh 

content, educational activities, and questions that encourage the 

development of students ’contemplative thinking. 

- Holding training courses for Islamic education teachers on how 

to employ meditative teaching in teaching and designing lessons 

in it. 
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
