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abstract : 
Children with special needs require intensive care within 

schools of intellectual education ,Therefore, they need a work 

team that is specialized, well trained and has the skills to deal with 

people with special needs , And the efficiency that makes them 

able to provide educational services commensurate with the needs 

of children with special needs , and develop their abilities and 

make them highly integrated and adapt to society , Hence the aim 

of this research is to identify the role of the social worker in 

providing care for children with special needs .The research used 

the descriptive approach, and reached a set of recommendations, 

the most important of which are: The necessity to establish a unit 

with the aim of developing a comprehensive national strategy to 

confront the violations that children with special needs are 

exposed to. And the need for parents to follow the directions of 

the social worker to provide better care for children with special 

needs. And activating supervision over normal children to reduce 

the cases of bullying and persecution that children with special 

needs are exposed to.
