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Abstract
 

The aim of the current research is to shed light on the 

requirements for improving the social demand for Al-Azhar 

education. The research relied on the descriptive approach, which 

depends on the study of the phenomenon as it exists in reality. The 

researcher used structured interviews and a questionnaire as basic 

tools for collecting information. The research tools were applied to a 

sample of experts, educators and leaders in Al-Azhar Al-Sharif, with 

5 departments (Mansoura - Talkha - Sherbeen - Belqas - Mit 

Ghamr). Their opinions on measuring the strengths, weaknesses, 

opportunities and threats facing the social demand for Al-Azhar 

education. The results of the study resulted in the presence of 

statistically significant differences and differences in the responses 

of the study sample about the internal and external environmental 

analysis of the social demand for Azhar education with regard to 

strengths, weaknesses, external opportunities, threats and external 

challenges. function, which indicates that the type of respondent 

does not affect its response. With regard to the Egyptian local 

external environment factors affecting the Azhari pre-university 

education system, the results of this axis showed that the K2 values 

for the independence of the responses from the sample were all non-

significant, which indicates that the type of respondent did not affect 

his response, and the values of the averages Weighted sample 

responses on the second partial phrases of the first axis between 

(2.79 - 2.58), which indicates that the general trend of sample 

responses on this axis (agree).
