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Abstract:

The ancient Egyptians reused a variety of wood that was available
to them, making the ancient Egyptians a pioneer in the field of
resource recycling and conservation, since the first time the
exploitation and processing of wood became an important resource
throughout historical times, and the timber areas of forests and trees
controlled many From the military, political, economic and social
relations, especially the ancient Near East, and in Egypt in
particular, the king directly controls the production or import of
timber. From an early time, importing timber was one of the king's
tasks, with the exception of a small number of nobles who

participated in this matter. Wood was imported in large quantities
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during the Old Kingdom, to be used in building ships and boats, and
the Palermo stone recorded the construction of at least sixty-two
ships during the reign of King Sneferu, and forty other naval ships
filled with cedar wood, and at least three additional ships of at least
a hundred cubits from Byblos, as were built King Khufu ship with

more than thirty-eight tons of imported cedar wood.
