Abstract:

The Research aims to reveal modern global trends in social capital
research, and to identify contemporary theoretical and methodological models in
approaching the phenomenon of social capital. To achieve this goal, the research
relied on monitoring the status of the research product globally during the
second decade of 21st century, starting from 2010 to 2019, focusing on all
research published in international journals, classified in the Scopus database, as
an indicator of quality for scientific publication. The research relied on the
descriptive analytical method, based on the integrative trend in the research, as it
mixed between the quantitative and qualitative methods in monitoring the state
of the global scientific product, using the method of content analysis, after
selecting a sample of 126 articles and research from a total of 659 articles,
representing approximately 20% of the total product about the phenomenon.
