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Abstract

The current study aimed to identifying the relationship between attachment

styles and academic achievement, and predicting academic achievement through
attachment styles for students at the middle school. The sample of the study were
(758)male and female from second grade at some Mansoura city schools,
Instrument of the study included the attachment styles scale (prepared by the
researcher) and self- efficacy scale (prepared by the researcher), and the
achievement scores for students for the first and second semesters.

The study found the following results:

There were statistically significant differences between the mean scores of
both genders in academic achievement for females.

There was a statistically significant positive relationship between the students
mean scores in the secure attachment style, and their scores in academic
achievement, except female sample the relationship was not statistically
significant.

There was a statistically negative relationship between the mean scores of
students in the anxiety attachment style, and their scores in academic
achievement.

The relationship was not statistically significant between the mean scores of
students in the avoidant attachment style, and their score in academic
achievement.

Only the secure attachment and anxiety attachment contributes to predicting
academic achievement, and the study made some recommendations for these
results.
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
