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Abstract :

The aim of the research was to detect the prevalence rates of facebook
addiction among postgraduate students, and examine the differences in the mean
scores of postgraduate students in the facebook addiction according to the gender ,
chronological age, and to verify the existence of correlation relationship between
the scores of the postgraduate in the dimensions of facebook addiction and the

dimensions of each self-presentation tactics, attachment style, psychological well-
being, and determine the extent of the contribution of self-presentation tactics,

The study sample consisted of (380) male and female students selected from
post-graduate students at the fFaculty of Education in El- Arish, their ages ranged
from 23 to 37 years, with an average age of 28,26, the study included the following
instruments: facebook addiction scale (Andreassen Torsheim, Brunborg &Pallesen
,2012), self- presentation tactics scale (Rosenberg, 2009),attachment style scale
(Rom & Alfasi, 1995) , psychological well-being scale (Ryff &Keyes ,1995).

The study resulted in the following findings: percentage variation of addicts
and non-addicted facebook .The percentage of facebook addicts has reached 20%,
and the percentage of non-facebook addicts is 80% ,There are no statistically
significant differences between male and female facebook addicts in the
dimensions of the facebook addiction scale, There were no statistically significant
differences between facebook addicts aged 23-29 years and students aged 30-37
years on the dimensions of the facebook addiction scale.

There is a positive correlation relationship between salience and
manipulation, There is a positive correlation relationship between relapse and role
model, there is a positive correlation relationship between self-promotion and the
total score of facebook addiction, There is a positive correlation relationship
between relapse and anxiety attachment, There is a negative correlation
relationship between conflict and avoidance attachment , there is a positive
correlation relationship between relapse and autonomy, there is a positive
correlation relationship between conflict and positive relations with others,
contribute manipulation, significant rates in the dimension of salience , contribute
dimension : role model ,anxiety attachment , autonomy significant rates in the
dimension of relapse, contribute dimension avoidance attachment significant rates
in the dimension of conflict.
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
