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Summary:

This study of the inscriptions of two blocks from the twenty sixth dynasty.
The first block, belongs to the King "Apris”, was discovered by the Gharbeya
inspection of Antiquities, in Meit El-Laith Hashim village, near Mahalla-
Elkobra, in late 2013. It was transferred to Samanoud.

The discovery place has no hill owned by the Ministry of Antiquities, and it is
not subjecting the law of protect the monuments. It is likely that this block has
been moved from its original place to the discovery place, where re-used in
subsequent ages, after the work of the conical cavity in the upper surface, it
seems that it used as a venue for grinding grain, or to store the fluid.

It is likely that this stone was part of a large stone block, it was a brick in the
wall of a building or chapel belongs to King "Apris". It was constructed of
sandstone, either in "Samanoud" area, or "Abu-Seir-bena" area. Where Meit EI-
Laith Hashim village located about 7 km north-west of Samanoud, While
located about 12 km north-west of "Abu-Seir-bena”. This block was inscribed
with inscriptions on one of its faces, the remains of this inscriptions, the head of
the King "Apris" accompanied by some of his titles and names, and some other
symbols.

The second block was discovered in 2004 in "Bahbit Elhagar” village, and it
was deposited inside the temple of "Isis" in "Bahbit" until 2009. It is likely that
the original place of this block is either "Bahbit Elhagar" area, and this is likely,
or Samanoud area, which is located about 7 km to the south of "Bahbit
Elhagar".

It seems that this stone was a brick in the wall of a building or chapel
constructed of sandstone in the reign of King "Amasis 11" in "Ntrw" (Hbyt)
city. This city included chapels for some deities such as "lIsis™, "Osiris", "Npt-
Ht", "Nieth," "Geb" and "Sobek", All of these have been mentioned as deities
inhabit "Ntrw" city, within the texts inscribed on the stones of "Isis" temple in
"Bahbit Elhagar".
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
