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Abstract
This research started from the problem of dealing with
traditional emotional texts as being of one type or as
presenting an individual subjective experience, when in fact
they are not formulated based on the poet's subjective
experience and are not read in one way, to present a
theoretical approach and applications for this type of poetry
that address that problem. The research applied the
phenomenological approach, which looks at the literary work
as consisting of the text and the reader. reading. The research
studied examples from the poetry of the Omani poet Abu Al-
Sufi, who said it between the years (1912 AD and 1930
AD). The research reached results, including that the reader’s
interaction is what sends the emotional texts out of their
context, and that the reader reads the texts with his feelings
and knowledge. of the text, but if he does not find what is
affected by it, he will take a critical position on the text, and
may judge the progress or delay of society through the text.
The research recommended looking at the emotional work as
not identical with the text or with the reader, but rather
achieved through the interaction between them in the reading
experience, and recommended that critical reading be
concerned with the impact of emotional texts and not the
meaning.
