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Abstract:

The choice of the imperial bride was one of the
things that preoccupied the emperors and set special rituals for it.
Emperors paid great attention to choosing wives and husbands to their
sons and daughters, especially the marriages that ensured the
achievement of goals for the empire, which had the greatest impact on
the lives of their sons. Royal fathers or mothers may control their sons
and choose wives according to their desire. Fathers only thought of
political interests and the gains that this marriage will achieve, which is

what made the sons commit grave mistakes after that.

Emperor Leo VI continued his relationship with his mistress after
his marriage, due to the imposition of marriage on him against his will,
among others. The desire to achieve interests and goals did not stop at
this point to choose a bride for the crown prince, as it came to the
marriage of princesses without their desire for military aid or political
agreements, until Princess Anna, the daughter of Purple, married the
Russian Prince Vladimir, and despite the refusal of Emperor Constantine
VII that, But the political purposes and interests of the empire were above
anything else. The princess became just a puppet in the hands of the

emperor.

Immediately, the importance of the study is an attempt to clarify
the circumstances of each marriage that took place and what its goals
were and whether it succeeded in achieving these goals or not, and how
the sons dealt with the decisions of their fathers, the emperors, and what
were their reactions towards it and the results of that on their behavior
and decision—making that had a great impact on the policy of Their
