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Abstract

This study aims to examine the psychometric properties of the Oxford Happiness Inventory —(OHI)
in Kuwait. The OHI administered to a sample of (3910) students from Kuwait University various
faculties of (1971 male and 1993 females) aged between 18-21 years. The alpha (cronbach
coefficients was 0.88, while the test-retest coefficient was 0.95. Analysis of variance revealed no
significant gender differences in happiness The exploratory factor analysis followed oblique rotation
and confirmatory factor analysis using maximum likelihood method extracted six factors.
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
