Abstract:

The earliest Characteristics of Late Egyptian appeared
from the end of the 17" dynasty ( on Carnarvon Tablet).
On the one hand, these features are continued in use
during the second half of the 18" dynasty. From the 19"
dynasty, the new constructions of LE became more
common in the texts and used along with the
constructions of Middle Egyptian.

The present study aims to determine the earliest
appearance of the new characteristics and constructions
of Late Egyptian before the 20" dynasty. Furthermore,
the study focuses on the development of the
constructions from Middle Egyptian to Late Egyptian.

In summary, the study reveals that the
characteristics of Late Egyptian in the Amarna Period,
that gradually increased during the 19" dynasty, were the
core of the development from the Middle Egyptian to
Late Egyptian.[]
