Since the end of World War II, and the beginning of the for-

mation of a new bipolar world order dominated by competitive-

ness and polarization, developing countries have taken it to seek 

more independent horizons, in order to achieve the hopes and as-
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pirations of these countries. The experience of Southeast Asian 

countries in this context is one of the most successful experiences 

of cooperation and regional integration. ASEAN countries have 

achieved high rates of development on all social, economic and 

security levels. The experience of Asian integration emerged in 

light of the global challenge posed by the Corona pandemic, as 

these countries were affected due to the geographical proximity 

to China, despite that and due to the speed of response and health 

and information cooperation between the ASEAN countries, they 

were able to control the epidemic despite the economic damage. 

This study focuses on the experience of cooperation in the South-

east Asian region in three axes. The first axis sheds light on 

ASEAN countries, while the second axis discusses ASEAN's eco-

nomic partnerships with the outside world, and the third axis dis-

cusses ASEAN cooperation in light of the Corona pandemic.
