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Abstract

The present study aimed to highlight the relationship between
resilience and relationship in a sample of (80) deaf
adolescents with a mean age of (17.50) years+ (1.72). Two
scales were applied, namely the scale of resilience by Osho et
al. (2003) and the scale of forgiveness by Thompson et al.
(2005). Both scales were translated by the researcher. The
study showed a statistically significant positive relationship
between resilience and forgiveness. The findings were
discussed in the light of psychological literature.
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
