between the United States of America and Tunisia In 1797 AD, and
this friendship continued between the two countries until the French
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occupation of Tunisia in 1881 AD, and the relationship remained in
place until Tunisia gained its independence in 1956 AD, and the
United States of America granted Tunisia a lot of economic aid under
the agreements signed between the two sides, which amounted to
more than of the 600 million dollars, and although the American
investment in Tunisia was very small, the United States of America
continued to provide economic aid to Tunisia.
