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Audio skill drills to mitigate articulation disorder
among students with Down syndrome
Abstract
This study investigates the effectiveness of the hearing

developmental skill program and its impact on mitigating
pronunciation disorders among students with Down syndrome.
The study also aims at exploring the duration of its effect after the
termination of the experimental program. The sample experimental
group is composed of five Down syndrome children from Intellect
Education Institute - located to the East of Riyadh. The control
group consists of five Down syndrome children from the Intellectual
Education Institute — located to the West of Riyadh. The standard
of graphic pronunciation effect was applied as a program for the
development of hearing skills. The results showed variations of
statistical values among the mean of both the experiment and control
groups on the scale of hearing effectiveness favoring the experimental
group. There have been variations of statistical values pertinent to
the grades of both the experimental and control groups prior and post
experiment of pronunciation effect favoring post measure. Finally
the results displayed variations of statistical values among the means
of the experiment grades in both the post and sequential measures
pertinent to pronunciation effectiveness scale.
