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Abstract

Descriptive study aimed to identify the loneliness among the visually
impaired and its relationship with some demographic variables,
applied on a stratified random sample size was (109) of the visually
impaired, (70) males and (39) females, rates (59%), and (41%),
respectively. In which the researcher has used two tools: basic data
questionnaire, loneliness scale excerpt Abraham gashgosh (1988)
loneliness scale. And then he conducted several statistical processors
for his data by the (SPSS) program, and he findings the following
results: The visually impaired characterized by high statistically
significant in loneliness, and the differences between them in the
loneliness which may be attributed to the variables (sex, and level
of disability and the type of disability) statistically significant in
favor of females versus males, and In favor of people with severe
disabilities in exchange for simple and medium, and in favor with
Disabilities congenital versus acquired respectively. while the
differences are attributable to variable habitat is not statistically
significant. It also reached a relationship between loneliness and
the level of education statistically significant and negative, while
the relationship between the loneliness and age is not statistically
significant. In finale research researcher presented based on findings
a package of recommendations, and future suggestions.
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
