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Abstract

The study aimed at investigating the views of the special
education department students at king Abdulaziz University about
the degree of having technology competences. To achieve the aims
of the study a questionnaire of four dimensions was designed by
the researchers, it consisted of (35) items covered the following
dimensions: (basic competences, communication competences,
getting information skills and using technology in learning).

The sample consisted of (150) male students and (260) female
students distributed on four year levels.

After analyzing the data, the results show that the basic skills
dimension has got the highest average, while the using technology
in learning dimension got the least. Also the results indicated that
there were significant differences due to sex for the benefit of female
students in all dimensions but using the technology in learning
dimension. Also significant differences due to the year level were

indicated for the benefit of the four-year level.
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
