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SUMMARY

The study aims to find out the relationship between domestic
violence against hearing Impairment children and adaptive behavior
in the city of Taif . The sample consisted of 42 students (Male and
Female) between the ages of (7-12) . Of these 22 suffer from impaired
hearing (12 Males - 10 Females), and (20) are Deaf (8 Males - 12
Females).The study concluded that: There is a negative connection
between domestic violence from the fathers and adaptive behavior
with their children. Also mothers used more domestic violence than
fathers. In addition, children whose fathers have university degrees
or up, show rise in adaptive behavior while mothers’ educational
level did not influence the adaptive behavior of their children.
Moreover, the adaptive behavior for children with impaired hearing
proved much better than that of the deaf children or those suffering
from fearing loss. There is more rise in adaptive behavior for Males
than females. Finally, the children in age group between (10-12) are
more adaptable than the children in age group between (7-9).
