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Attitudes of Primary and Middle School Teachers &
Administrators about the Integration of Students with,
Special Needs in Regular Schools in Kingdom of
Saudi Arabia

Summary

The study aimed to identify the Attitudes of administrators, special
education &ordinary teachers toward the integration of students with
special needs with regular primary and middle stages in schools.
Trend scale has been prepared by the researcher about the attitudes
towards the integration of disabled people in the ordinary schools,
the scale included (32) paragraph distributed on three dimensions
(Dimension of Psychological, Social and Academic), and the
study sample consist of (230) directors and teachers. The results
revealed positive attitudes towards integration with the directors and
teachers; in addition no statistically significant differences between
directors and teachers, and the study recommended a number of

recommendations for integration.
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
