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Abstract

The aim of this study is to identify all the different ways
by which the teachers deal with learning difficulties, and
to concentrate on positive as well as negative aspects of
these problems and correct negative aspects and their weak
points. In order to achieve the target study, material was
collected from those schools having data record in the
educational directorate of Russifah in Zarqa province in
Jordan are differences in the ways, the teachers deal with
these problems are due to difference in gender, educational
level and the years of experience. In order to identify the
ways to deal with different aspects of these problems
a questionnaire was designed and This questionnaire
was approved by a group of experts achieve suitable
psychometric indicators. The results of this study had
shown that about”Y+ of the teachers dealing with these
problems in a positive way and %Y+ of teachers dealing
with these problems negatively. The researchs suggest the
most important one.
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
