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Abstract

The present study aimed to reveal the habits of mind common to the
hearing impaired, and compare them withthe listeners in habits of
the mind. The research sample consisted of 120 male and female
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students, divided evenly (30 Hearing Impaired male - 30 Hearing
Impaired Females - 30 listeners male - 30 listeners female) between
the ages of (12-15 years). The researchers prepare a scale diagnosis
of habits of mind in hearing impaired and listeners and the scale
has been translated in sign language for the hearing impaired.
And by reference to the previous studies could not be reached for
studies - within the limits of science researcher - conducted on
the habits of mind with the hearing impaired, so the problem has
been formulated in the form of study questions are as follows:

1 - What is the prevalence of habits of mind (Perseverance - control
recklessness - listening with sympathy and understanding - to think
flexibly - thinking about thinking - the quest for precision - the
question and ask problems - the application of prior knowledge to
new situations - thinking and understanding clearly and accurately -
data collection through the senses - vision, creativity and innovation
- amazement and awe response - attacking responsible risks - think
humor - Thinking Interdependently - continuous learning) in each
of the hearing impaired males and females and hearing impaired
college sample?

2 - Is there any statistically significant differences in the habits of
mind six ten (under study) between each of the hearing impaired
male and hearing impaired female?

3 - Are there significant differences in the habits of mind six of ten
(subject of study) between each Deaf (sample college) and listeners
(Faculty of sample)?

4 - Is there any statistically significant differences in the habits of
mind six of ten (under study) between each of the male hearing
impaired and male listeners?

5 - Is there any statistically significant differences in the habits of
mind six of ten (under study) between each of the female hearing
impaired and female listeners?
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The results found that there are mental habits more prevalent at the
same hearing impaired college such as continuous learning and
thinking in thinking The rest of the mental habits has increased
the average, and the hearing impaired males were the most
prevalent mental habits for females with disabilities acoustically
is a continuous learning and thinking in The thinking acoustically
females with disabilities were the most prevalent mental habits is
a previous order in the application of knowledge in new situations
and thinking in thinking and listening, understanding and
sympathy for continuing education, while the rest of the mental
habits did no significant differences between males and females.
And compared between hearing impaired and listeners, there was
differences between the hearing impaired and ordinary in the
prevalence of habits of mind.
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
