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Abstract

Arabic studies did not address the subject search (the

results of the Jacobins rebellion in Great Britain in the
year 1722), the multiplicity of facts studied, such as
knowledge of the nature of the conflicts in the Great Britain,
Robert and treated the mechanisms of urine and explain the
danger in confronting Jacobins during his government.
