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Abstract:

This Research Deals with the Initial Beginnings of the Idea of Endowment in
the Ancient Egypt Civilaization.The First Indications for Endowments Appeared in
the era of’Naqada III”, in the Tomb of king “Scorpion I in “Umm el-Qaab” Abydos,
which are represented in some of the signs that appeared on the lables and pots that
were uncovered, and depicting animal and botanical shapes, it can be interpreted as
indicating the existence of funeral estates as an endowments of the tomb, and an early
administrative system to control it.
