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Abstract

The manufacture of the Metal statuary have been spread in ancient Egypt from
the Pre-Dynastic period to the end of the Greco-Roman period, where the awakening
and prosperity era of these statues is considered, by some scholars, to be at the Third
Intermediate period and the Late period. There are few studies that discussed the
development of the metal statues in ancient Egypt. And up till now, the scholar had
only to rely on four previous resources: Roeder, Bissing, Hill and Mendoza.

Most of the private metal statues are characterized by the lack of texts, besides
having most of its facial features smashed or damaged, making it difficult to be dated,
due to the nature of the metal from which these statues were made.

This paper studies the history of this statue technically and linguistically, by
comparing it to other statues dating to the same period.

The standing statue of anx nHw.f is made of bronze, and dating to the Late
Period, was found in Thebes, and preserved in the Egyptian Museum in Cairo (JE 26677).
