Sixth research: Reasons of Decline of the Hittite

Empire and the prologue of its Collapse.

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Summary: The New Hittite Empire (Hati/Khti) was
considered one of the major powers in the ancient near

east. This paper deals with the reasons which caused the
fall of this Empire, such fall seems to be as a consequence
of several factors which interacted with each other and lead
finally to the collapse in a quasi—-ambiguous circumstances.
The paper examines this problematic issue through the
following axes: The struggle among members of the Hittite
dynasty for the royal succession — the situations in the
Hittites Empire before the collapse — the proposed natural
factors and finally the attacks and invasion of the sea
people.
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
