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Abstract:
Tell EI- Abga'in 2015 -2016

Tell EI- Abga'in, which is locate at seventy five km south-
east of Alexandria and five km south-east of the modern town of
Hosh Isa in EI- Bahara Governorate, the place is a fort
constructed during the reign of Ramesses Il on the edge of the
Western Delta Because at the end of the Eighteenth Dynasty the
relationship between Egypt and the different groups that made up
the Libyans changed. Tell El- Abga'in was first identified as a
Ramesside site by Daressy in 1903 who reported two neighbouring
mounds, later the place was visited by Habachi in 1941 . He
discovered two wells inscribed with Ramesside cartouches in the
south east corner of the fortress, after that Susanna Thomas has
been working at Tell EI - Abga'in in 1996 and 2001, she
discovered anther well inscribed with Ramesside cartouches. All
three wells are decorated with two horizontal rows of inscriptions
that appear to have been carved in situ. The higher row consists of
alternating vertical cartouches ‘Usermaatre Setepenre’ and
‘Ramessu Meryamun.. Labib Habachi suggested to existence of a
fourth well beside the wells "during our excavations in 2015- 2016
in the area of wells we found small pieces of stones bearing the
remains of cartouches , also we found a lot of objects such as
pottery, stones, fiancé and scarabs but we found the ground
around the south well supported by the various fragment of
pottery may have used to keep the ground around the well or may
have used as a platform supported to keep the ground around the
wells as a result of water out frequently. Some these of scarabs,
that we found inscribed with name of tohotmos Ill. and seals
bearing names of kings had been found south of the wells, the
wells defined by walls of mud brick for
protection.

we are planning to continue the work around these wells in
the future .
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
