










Development of Animal Production to Alleviate 
The Effects of Bird Flue 

ABSTRACT 

This Research aims at investigating factors leading to augmentation of animal production 
so as to bridge the gap between supply and demand withought relying heavily on imports. 
Insufficient production is naturally reflected in price increase and/or the dependence on 
imports to raise up the supply of meat products. 

The polutry sector has severely been infected by Bird Flue disease in Y • *̂  and, to a less 
extent, in ^ * •v. The disease has led to the death of r i million birds. The matter which has 
resulted in a significant shortage in poltury supply. In this situation, consumers have 
saught various alternatives of animal protein. The Bird Flue period has witnessed 
instability of consumption patterns due to fluctuations in white meat supply. The 
demand-supply gap has worsened for both polturay and other animal protein alternatives. 

Amongst the endeavors of bridging the supply-demand gap is the investigation of most 
important determinants of livestock development in Egypt which amounts, in the present 
time, ^v million heads. Such determinants are the improvement of animal genetic 
structure; veterinary care and treatment; vaccination against deseases and parasites;and 
law inforecemenl to stop wrong prctices impeding production increase such as 
slaughtering female animals and young animals weighing less than f • • KG. 

The study has addressed the problem of declining feeding stuffs, especially the 
consentrated types which are expensive as more than °*'/- of its ingredients are imported. 
The green feeding stuffs, especially clover, is scarce in the Summer while greatly exceeds 
actual needs in the Winter. Winter surpulus of clover can be effectively utilized through 
transforming it into dried form or processed- green form (selag). Whereas roughage or 
bulk, which is presently underutilized, can be of great use if treated technologically, 
biologically, or chemically to upgrade its nuturional value and facilitate its use at larger 
scale. Feeding stuffs acqire great importance as representing about v*^ of the total cost 
of meat production. 

The study has also addressed other problems facing animal production development, 
especially marketing and related-factors. Obstacles of fish and dairy producion 
development have also been dealt with.
