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Abstract

This Study Deals with Anti-Inflation policies And Treatment of
its Negative Effects by Focusing On Monetary And Fiscal Policies
as An Applied Study On the Egyptian Case During The Period
2003-2018.

Its Importance Stems From The Great Importance Of The
Economic And Social Eeffects Of The Inflationary Pressures In
The Egyptian Economy During That period, And therefore it Was
Necessary To Study The Internal and External Factors and
Structural Imbalances That Contributed to Feeding The
Inflationary pressures, and the Effectiveness Of Economic Policies,
Especially The Monetary And Fiscal Policies Implemented by the
Government Authorities In Combating these Imbalances And
Achieving Stability In The local Price levels, And Trying to Find
Radical Solutions To Overcome the Phenomenon Of Inflation, As
There have been Many Economic Studies In This Regard, but they
have not Reached Root Solutions In Order To Reduce its Negative
Effects, And To Put These Solutions Before The Fiscal and
Monetary Authorities To Take The Necessary Measures To Reduce
That Phenomenon in Order to Achieve Stability In The Egyptian
Economy.

To Achieve This Study, The Focus Of The Analysis was On
Studying The Inflation Trends In The Egyptian Economy During
That Period, As The years of the Study Witnessed Successive
Increases in the levels of local Prices and A deterioration in the
Purchasing Power - Of The National Currency in Exchange for
Foreign Currencies, And it was Found that The Rise In Annual
Inflation Rates is Due To An Overlapping Group of Internal And



External Factors, in Addition to The Role that Structural
Imbalances have played In Exacerbating Annual Inflation Rates
And pushing up Domestic price levels. The Rise in The levels of
local prices has been Accompanied by A deterioration In The
Standard Of living of Individuals, The Intensification Of
Differentiation Between Segments Of Society, The Decrease lin the
Size Of local Savings, in Addition to the Redistribution of
Investments Between The Sectors of the National Economy And the
High Annual Deficit in the State Budget, And the Aggravation of
The Deficit in the Balance of Payments Due to the Increase in the
Value Of Imports And the Decrease in Export Eearnings, Due To
the low Competitiveness Of National Exports In The International
Market, in Addition to The Many Economic And Social Effects
that Have Been Produced by Successive Rises in The local Price
levels.

The Study Uses The Descriptive And Analytical Method
According To The Research Needs, Where The Study presents
What The Anti-Inflation Policies are And The Most Important
Causes And Treatment Of Its Negative Effects, in Addition To
Reviewing Previous Studies That Dealt With the Topic.

The Study Concludes With a Number Of Results that prove
that Government Authorities Implemented the Economic And
Financial Reforms Program in Successive Stages Of Time. The
Program Included a number of Monetary and Fiscal Policies
Aimed at Stopping The Deterioration in The Performance of the
National Economy, and Reducing the Exacerbation of Annual
Inflation Rates, but Despite the Successes Achieved by These
Policies in Reducing The Volume of Domestic liquidity And



Reducing The Ratio Of Cash Circulating Outside the banking
System to total Domestic liquidity and Reducing The Volume Of
Current Government Spending and Reducing The Rates Of Total
Final Consumption, But That These Policies have not Achieved
Similar Success In Treating the Brother For foreign Machines
Resulting from the Increase In The Annual Prices Of Imports of
Goods And Services, Given the Stalemate Experienced by the local
Production System And The Increased Dependence On The
Outside World to provide The Needs of the Population for Goods
And Services, As The Study Showed The lack Of Monetary And
Fiscal Policies From Addressing Structural Imbalances In The
Structure Of The National Economy Resulting From Imbalance Of
The Growth Relationship Between The Sectors Of The National
Economy.

Then This Study Sought To Present A proposed Vision For A
Future Vision of the Monetary And Fiscal Policies to Combat The
Negative Effects Resulting From Inflationary Pressures in The
Egyptian Economy.
