Abstract

The Partnership between the government and the investment private sector and the
civil sector became a dominant phenomenon during the past ten years due to lack of
investments and the increasing pressures on government budgets, as well as public
concern over the lack of efficiency of services provided by government institutions.

A several projects of partnership in the areas of infrastructure are implementing
such partnership projects include telecommunications, energy, water, roads and other
areas in edition to social infrastructure such as health, education and other services.
Such projects aim to improve the quality of services provided to citizens and provide
these social services at fair prices, create new jobs and to encourage investment and
consumption which can lead to increase growth and attract foreign direct investment.
Therefore, this study aims to identify the importance of partnership in the service
sector, especially education and health sectors and highlight the role of key actors in
these fields, and how this can help to motivate growth and equality in Egypt.

To achieve the objectives of this study, seven integrated chapters are put forward to
give an integrated and clear vision covering all aspects of this important topic. The first
chapter deals with the definition of the partnership and its importance. The sccond deals
with the experiments in the field of partnership. The third deals with the nature and
importance of partnership in education and its role in motivating growth and cquity.
The fourth deals with the nature and importance of partnership in health and its role in
motivating growth and cquity. The fifth deals with partnership between the State and
the civil sector and its role in motivating growth and equity. The sixth deals with
partnership between the State and cooperatives and its role in motivating growth and
equity. Finaly seventh chapter deals with assessment of current status of the partnership
in the field of social infrastructure in Egypt and it's important to motivate growth and
equity in Egypt.

The study results refers to that both profit and non-profit partnership between the
government and the private sector, will lead to the further supporting and strengthening
of the education sector through establishing many schools with effective management
and providing more efficient service. With regard to the health services scctor,
partnership will also lead to establishing more public hospitals and to develop the
existing ones and to manage them with more efficiency and effectiveness, and this will be
reflected in more growth, but equity is still a far dream.

It seems that the process of expanding the partnership is subject to the availability of
clear vision to provide an encouraging environment to maximize the partnership
between the State and the principal actors, and to achieve balanced development among
the governorates in Egypt, activate the mechanisms of development of local resources,
expand the framework of decentralization in the administration, implement standards
of good governance, provide a partnership that will help to integrate the capacity of the
parties involved in the development process. Therefore, these elements become a
condition for increasing the area of interaction among community members, which will
be reflected positively in the process of development and construction of the Egyptian
society.

As a conclusion we can say that " the profit and nonprofit private sector was existing
and still exists , also it is playing very strong roles.....but still there is a question : " To
what extent the private sector is ready to push the economy with high rates , and also to
achieve equity?
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
