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Abstract

comprehend by the ancient Egyptian to attain their destiny, specifically the prospect of eternal life once
more, and that life does not straighten unless there are two opposing attributes. They noted that inertia
is succeeded by activity, evil is followed by good, and the sunset is inevitably succeeded by the sunrise
once more, and the bilateral sign rs appears meaning to wake up, and this verb has many impacts, which
required thinking about the form and origin of the binary sign that can be read »s and represents T 13 in
Gardner's lists of Unilateral, Bilateral, Trilateral Signs.
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
