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Abstract:

Attitudes of Female Teachers towards Teaching Sex
Education Topics for Persons with Intellectual Disability
in Jordan

This study aimed to identify Attitudes of female Teachers
Towards Teaching Sex Education Topics for Persons with
Intellectual Disability in Jordan. And it aimed to investigate the
effect of some variables (educational levels, Specialization,
Experience, and Age of teachers). In order to achieve aims of this
study, a scale of attitudes of teachers towards teaching sex
education topics for persons with intellectual disability consisted
of (14) items were used to collect the data on (178) female teachers
from Jordan. The results showed that attitudes of the teachers
were favor of teaching sex education topics for persons with
intellectual disability. Also the results indicated that no
statistically significant differences at the level of significance (a <
0.05) between teachers in attitudes towards teaching sex education
topics for persons with intellectual disability due to educational
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level and age of teachers, and there were statistically significant
differences at the level of significance (o < 0.05) in attitudes
towards teaching sex education topics for persons with intellectual
disability due to the specialized and these differences favored
special educator, and there are statistically significant differences
at the level of significance (a < 0.05) due to the experience favored
teachers who had more years experience.
