Abstract:
In this research entitled (The Rulings on the Elderly in Hajj), I discussed

what is meant by the elderly, and their jurisprudential rulings in Hajj, due
to the need of the elderly and their families to know these rulings,
especially with the many questions that come to the muftis and scholars,
and therefore | decided to research these rulings and devote them to an
independent research. This research dealt with a number of important
issues related to the elderly, including: the reality of the elderly and the
ruling on Hajj on their behalf, and the ruling on representing the elderly
in some Hajj rituals, in performing the rituals or some of them, such as:

and throwing the pebbles. Among the most important results that the
research reached is knowing the reality of the elderly, and the inability
that results in the rulings, and the treatment of the Sharia for that, and
knowing the disagreement of the jurists in that, such as the obligation of
Hajj on behalf of the one who is unable to perform Hajj with a sacrificial
animal and is able with his money, by appointing someone else to
perform Hajj on his behalf with his money, and if he does not find any,
then the obligation of Hajj is dropped. The study also recommended the
necessity of expanding the research on the rulings of the elderly in all the
different chapters of jurisprudence and intensifying efforts to educate
people about the rulings of the elderly, in order to take care of With them,
and perform the acts of worship in the best possible way.
