Women’s crimes did not exclude
queens, princesses, maids, or other women. The texts often
call for good morals and preventing violation of laws and
regulations. These crimes were also met with deterrent
punishments, which of course aim to reduce the state of
decadence and laxity in society, which indicates the
authenticity of ancient Egyptian society and the antiquity of
its civilization.
