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Immigration of Soviet Jews to the Occupied Territories
(Palestine) 1989-1992

Abstract:
This research examines the migration of Soviet Jews to the
occupied territories from 1989 to 1992, indicating their
settlement attempts and the position of Egypt and Jordan
thereon. This immigration was not like its predecessors after
the establishment of the Zionist entity since 1948, but it
differed in content, thought and enumeration. The immigrants
in the 1990s were not driven by Zionist factors and pressures,
their Russian culture and thought remained with them as
compared to the immigrants in the 1970s and 1980s. Israel
devoted much of its resources and energy to bringing in as
many of these immigrants as possible. The United States
provided the political and material assistance required for this
purpose. The United States even pressured the Soviet Union
to open its doors for immigration, and confined Jews to
Israel, so that they did not go to it with the Zionist plan, and
Israel. Arab countries, especially Egypt and Jordan - the two
countries most affected by the importation of these
immigrants - have tried to stop immigration to the occupied
territories and limit their immigration to Israel. The above
and others discussed in this research through the inductive
analytic approach, through original material drawn from
various sources and references.
