Abstract

The necessity for effective governmental actions to combat climate
change has become more crucial than ever before. Consequently, climate
litigation has emerged as a promising legal tool aimed at holding nation-
states accountable for their contributions to climate change, and their
negligence in addressing its adverse effects. Climate litigation can be
utilized to compel governments to retract from harmful climate policies
and instead adopt approaches that enhance the environment, such as
transitioning from fossil fuels to renewable energy.

Despite the significance of climate litigation and its role in
achieving climate justice, there are certain procedural constraints that
obstruct its acceptance in courts around the world. These include the
issue of the very standing and interest to sue, the difficulty in
establishing causality, and other hurdles like the principle of separation
of powers. However, we have observed substantial progress in court
rulings that surpass these procedural constraints.

The substantive aspects of climate litigation have focused on one
or more constitutional rights, such as the right to life, the right to a
healthy sustainable climate. The substantive aspects of climate litigation
also include government obligations, whether they derive from
constitutions or international treaties.

By analyzing, extrapolating, and critically reviewing
jurisprudential trends and judicial rulings related to these rights and
obligations, we can assert that climate litigation has become a pivotal
and essential tool in determining the responsibility of world governments
for climate change. Gradually, compensation mechanisms and means of
funding for climate-related losses and damages are becoming binding for
these governments."
