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Abstract:

The protection of intellectual property rights is an important subject, especially considering what creativity
hates at the global level. The BRICS group has paid remarkable attention to this issue, as it has decided a
group of clauses obligating member states to own intellectual property rights, and where the BRICS group

of countries does not have Egypt for that. Saudi Arabia originally joined, which requires them to align their

two national groups with the protection of intellectual property.

The importance of this research lies in studying and analyzing the impact of joining the BRICS group on
legislation protecting intellectual property rights in the two countries, and indicating the challenges that
may face the process of harmonizing with the group's obligations in this field. The research mainly aims to
analyze the current situation of intellectual property protection legislation in Egypt and Saudi Arabia, and
a statement of the commitments of the BRICS group in the field of intellectual property protection, and a
study of the challenges that Egypt and Saudi Arabia may face in amending their legislation to harmonize

the BRICS.

The research concluded that there is an urgent need to amend and develop legislation and institutions
concerned with the protection of intellectual property in Egypt and Saudi Arabia, to raise the level of
protection and fulfill the obligations to join the BRICS group, and to recommend the necessity of taking
practical measures by the two governments to face the challenges and overcome the obstacles that may
hinder the implementation of their obligations towards the BRICS group in the field of Intellectual property

protection.
